ReadBoston Storymobile Program Guidelines and Expectations

· Sites are expected to host the program on the same day and at the same time each week. Cancellations may jeopardize your site’s participation in the program. 
· The Storymobile is a public program. You must allow outside groups to attend the program at your site.  

· Inform ReadBoston of cancellations at least 24 hours in advance.

· Staff members at your site must be present during the program and must sit with and supervise the children.  ReadBoston staff and storytellers are not responsible for behavior management. 

· Have the children at your site ready for the Storymobile at least five minutes before ReadBoston arrives. 

· Only the teachers and children that are present at the storytelling may receive a book.  Absent students may not receive books.  

· The Storymobile Coordinator will complete weekly Check-In sheets. 

Failure to follow the above guidelines and expectations throughout the duration of the program may lead to the cancellation of the program at your site.
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
